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This mound was excav ated in 1‘:138 to a depth nf 4 meters. Fwe
skeletons were found in the last stratum, one of which is complete. This
complete female skeleton was found lying on her back with her head turned
toward the north. She is ‘wearing a carnelian necklace around her neck and
a bronze bangle around her lefl elbow and her left hand holds an iron tool.
A number of earthen beads were found scattered in the vicinity. The evi-
dence uncarthed suggests that this area was already occupied by a number
of people prior to the rise of SRI THEP as a complex community. Next (o
this pit in the upper habitation stratum, an elephant skeleton was found

lying on its left side with its head also turned toward the north.
